Romans 5:8
But God showed his great love for us by sending Christ to die for us while we were
stilf sinners.

4. Wae receive salvation and eternal life through faith in Jesus Christ.
Romans 10:9-10, and 13
IF you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that
God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is by believing in your heart
that you are made right with God, and it s by confessing with yvour mouth that you
are saved ... For veryone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. (NLT)

5. Salwvation through Jesus Christ brings us into a relationship of peace with
God.

Thererfore, since we have been made right in Gods sight by faith, w e have peace
with God because of what Jesus Christ our Lord has dorne for us. (NLT)

Romans 8:1
So now there is no condemnation for those who belong fo Christ Jesus. (NLT)

Romans 8:38-39

And I am convinced that nothing can ever separate us from Gods [ ove. Nerither
death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither our fears for today nor our
worrfes about ftormorrow  not even the powers of hell can separate us from Gods
love. No power in the sky above or in the earth below indeed, nothing in aflf
creation will ever be able to separate us from the fove of God that is revealed in
Chirist Jesus our Lord. (NLT)
